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 God Has a Mission for Us to Accomplish

Devotional Reading:  Colossians 1:9-28

How important is the Triumphant Church in God's earthly mission? How important is our relationship to God collectively and individually? To some members of the congregation the church is not important at all; to the members of the overcoming body of Christ, the church is supremely significant and highly prioritized. Feelings, concepts, and attitudes about Triumph Church can be manipulated, misled, and confused. By revelation and inspiration, the Holy Ghost will lead us into the deep mysterious knowledge of God's mind and His everlasting plans for His church and His kingdom.
Politics, denominational disputes, entertainment, and contrary doctrines are not in God's plans for the Triumphant Church. Those factors are available in churches where members can join in, but not in the churches where members are born into the church by the Spirit of God. The greatest way for us to carry out the real mission of Triumph Church is to be totally committed to a spiritual relationship that has perfect agreement with the perfect will of God.

No true church has ever come from the works of man. It can only come from God. There are manifold levels of wisdom and revelation in God's church. Plans that existed before heaven and earth were created are available to God's Triumphant Church. No other organization, group, collection, or body can claim this. God has chosen His Triumphant Church to be the last hope and the final reconciliation for every nation, kindred, tongue and people.
Lesson Scripture: Matthew 16:13-20; 1 Corinthians 12:25-31

Lesson Outline: 

I. Christ Jesus Gave Us A Powerful Mission. (Matthew 16:13-20)

Jesus built His church upon the Christ principle and declared the gates of hell would not prevail against the church. Yet the gates of hell would be able to attempt to prevail against the people in the church. The anointed servants of God have the authority to use special keys that were meant for binding and loosing in the kingdom of heaven. Flesh and blood cannot successfully use the keys of the kingdom because the authority to use those keys comes from God.

We have the ability to bind everything that would keep us trapped in the flesh; we have the ability to bind everything that would keep us trapped in the Gospel of the kingdom, and we have the ability to release everything that would free us and carry us into the Everlasting Gospel. Our mission is to bind everything that causes sin to reign in our mortal bodies and release everything that delivers us from the power of death.
The wisdom and power of God frees us from the written letters of truth by filling our innermost being with the Spirit of Truth. Only by being conformed to the law of the Spirit of Life will we be able to accomplish the mission that carries us through the Gospel of the Kingdom and places us in the Everlasting Gospel. The keys to the kingdom of heaven cannot do us any good as long as we are complacent and satisfied living in the limited understanding of human intelligence. Therefore it is our mission to elevate our minds up into the highest level of immortal thinking and the unlimited resources of creative ability.
II. We Have The Best Gifts For The Mission. (I Corin. 12:25-31)

There is no such thing as division in the overcoming body of Christ. The schism of compromising doctrines and entangling alliances causes complaining, rebellion, murmuring, prejudice, and unwanted segregation. We have the power to destroy every state of consciousness that hold many people in their evil ways. We have the authority to remove everything that causes schisms out of the church and take care of each other's welfare. Our moral and spiritual obligation is to experience and lead people into a resurrection while they are living and bypass the thought of going to the grave.

Every individual in the Triumphant Church is a physical representation of Christ Jesus. We are the physical instruments and ripened fruit of the mind that was in Christ Jesus. We have inherited the right to glorify God in our bodies and abolish everything that prevents the church from having perfect unity.

God gave Triumph Church Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Ministers of Music, Teachers, Missionaries, Elders, Mothers, Princes, and many national, state, county, and local offices. Through these offices the gifts of the Spirit and the power of the anointing can work for the restoration of all things.

Our mission is to seek the best gift and follow a more excellent way. The best gift is to achieve body redemption, perfection and Eternal Life in the soul and body. The most excellent way is the spiritual leadership that perfects us in the kingdom gospel and redefines us in the Everlasting Gospel

To Think About

Christ in you is the principle of creation and redemption. We have a mission to experience a great Passover that will triumphantly carry us over sickness, disease, pestilence, trials, and death through the Everlasting Gospel.

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Delivered From the Penalty of Sin and Sinning

 Devotional Reading:  2 Corinthians 5:14-21

Jesus Christ came in His earthly ministry and abolished sin and the penalty of sinning. Adam's disobedience caused the disease of sinful nature and the plague of mortality and corruption to be placed on humanity. Sin and death is an equal opportunity employment option for anyone that refuses to serve God. The obedience of Jesus has given us an equal opportunity to become the righteousness of God.
As ambassadors of Christ, we must eliminate the carnal appetites of the flesh. We must elevate our consciousness and be able to see each other with the eyes of the Spirit. It is the desires of the flesh that cause men and women to take the spiritual substances of life and waste them on mortal pleasures that diminish life in the soul and body. Therefore, we must embrace a relationship and fellowship that allows us to know each other according to spiritual knowledge and divine principle.

In Christ, we have become new creatures and the carnal things of the past have disappeared. All things are new in Christ. We may not look new or feel new, but a new life that glorifies the only true and living God has caused a supernatural regeneration in our souls and bodies. As new creatures in Christ, we have received a transformation that brings all of the forces in the mind and body into a solid agreement with the will, wisdom, and power of God. Our thinking changes from being destructive to being constructive through the understanding of our spiritual existence that makes us awaken to the image and likeness of God.
If the Christ who knew no sin became sin for us and we became God's righteousness through Him we are delivered from the wages and penalty of sin. By Jesus having no knowledge of sin, he avoided any conscious contact that caused death. If we are new creatures in Christ, death has no knowledge of who we are because the righteousness of God has no conscious contact with sin or death. The Spirit of the law of life in Christ Jesus has redeemed us from every law of sin and death. The righteousness of God is working in our consciousness to bring forth a perfect salvation in our spirit, soul, and body.  It will also promote the correct use of wisdom, understanding and power in all of our affairs.

Lesson Scripture:  Galatians 3:1-13; Hebrews 10:4-17

Lesson Outline:

I.  Redeemed from the Curse of the Law. (Galatians 3:1-13)

Obedience to the truth means we are committed to every divine principle that makes us a dwelling place for God. Anything outside of truth is outside of reality. Obedience to the truth gives the mind of every individual the opportunity to be united to God's consciousness through the incarnated Spirit of Christ. When we become confined to the religious laws of man, we also become an open target for evil, condemnation, failure, and spiritual abuse.
Every law that God makes, comes from the prophetic power of love and the universal law of life. Evil and cursing comes from violating the divine laws and universal principles that magnify and glorify the only true and living God. As long as we are living in the flesh and rejecting spiritual life, we are subject to the ancient negative curses that were written in Deuteronomy 28: 15-68.
Since the law was weak through the flesh, God sent His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh to condemn sin in the flesh and fulfill the righteousness of the law inside of us. The curse of the law is a program of misery, pain, disease, tribulation, sorrow, grief, poverty, plagues, bondage, and death. The obedience of Christ redeemed us from many penalties and punishments that the law has placed upon humanity. The curse of the law separates us from the immortal life of God and places us in a position of merciless, unequal, and unfair situations. Since there is no sin in Christ, we are free from all curses and all penalties as long as we dwell in His righteousness.

II. God has forgotten About Our Sins. (Hebrews 10:4-17)

 Before the foundation of the earth was created, Christ Jesus was in eternity with God. During the process of preparing for the creation of the earth and humanity, the Father, Son, and the Holy Ghost were already aware of the fall of mankind because of Adam's disobedience. God prepared a manifestation of Himself in the flesh to come and do what the sacrifices of bulls, goats, and sheep could not do. He prepared a body for Jesus to come out of eternity into time and satisfy the perfect will of God with perfect obedience to redeem us from the penalty of disobedience and sin.

The Holy Ghost was in eternity before the earth, humanity and time was created. He knew that He would be sent to the earth after the resurrection of Jesus to write the divine laws of God in our hearts and minds. The Holy Ghost would give us an extreme makeover and turn our bodies into the personal temple of the living God. As long as our lives are hid with Christ in God, sin is nonexistent and it is not a 

part of God's memory. Where there is no sin, there is no death. That means the last enemy is truly swallowed up in victory by Christ coming in the volume 
of the book to do God's perfect will and accomplish victory over death, hell, and the grave for us.
To Think About

The curse of the law can no longer dominate man; we have been redeemed from it, however we need to realize we have a part to play in this as well. We have to receive this free gift of salvation and acknowledge its dominance. If we won't let righteousness dominate us, it won't; but sin will, and with the sin comes death. Sin no longer has the right to dominate us. We must allow the Spirit of the law of life to dominate us. It will overrule and override the law of sin and death.
Revealed Verse:  Victory over sin is a powerful move that leads to victory over death.
