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God Didn’t Change:  He Did It For Me Too

 Devotional Reading:  Isaiah 38:1-8

God is the same power today as he was in Hezekiah's days. He is speaking, working miracles, anointing and delivering his people. Just as he did for the Patriarchs, Prophets, and His messengers in their era; He is yet breathing his miraculous breath of life into his people. Malachi 3:6 states He changes not.   I am a living witness: Yes! God has lengthened my days:
I am Rachel Lucille Glanton Stockton: (Emeritus) age ninety- two (92), which is a very young age for everlasting life in the image of God that has never aged, been sick or died; I am a lifetime member of Triumph the Church and Kingdom of God in Christ. May I write and testify like Isaiah and Hezekiah did; so the children can read it and talk about it and some will never forget this truth, they will know that God did it for me too?
I became very physically sick. January 28th 2006, 1 had a second Heart Attack which lingered on an on an on. Until the year 2009, when the Holy Spirit spoke inside of me, and said “GET YOUR HOUSE IN ORDER YOU SHALL SURELY DIE" It was very definite: I was. in awe. I did what I read Hezekiah did. I went into my closet and beseeched God for my life and a healthy body. I told one person: My Brother President V.A. Glanton: what the Spirit Had said to me. But God showed it to my Shepherd: Elder Nadine Broughtin. She told me what she saw, and told the saints to pray. She gave me a scripture, Isaiah 40: 31.  "They that wait on the Lord shall renew their strength: they shall mount up with wings as eagles, they shall run and not be weary; they shall walk, and not faint."
The church members and saints in Cross City, State, District and National were praying with me. I was too shaken to remember to record the day and hour the spirit reversed the decree.. I know it was not many days after we went in prayer in the same year 2009. The spirit that said I would surely die. Spoke inside of me and decreed "I HAVE LENGTHENED YOUR DAYS'; I shared the decree with my brother, we rejoiced: I also said to Him: why the Spirit didn't tell how long it had lengthened my days, like he notified Hezekiah.  He had given him 15 more years. He said to me, maybe He gave you forever; Glory to God. I am alive and well.
Only God delivered me, I pray it is forever. I am enjoying my life in the kingdom of God. I still repeat my special bible verse. God is the same today and forever. I do all I know to stay in His will and please Him. I am so thankful that God granted our petition and lengthened my days. His promise is sure.   His mercy endures forever.

Lesson Scripture: Joshua 4:19-24; Acts 9:36-42

Lesson Outline: 

I.  God’s Power is the Same Today:  Testify! (Joshua 4:19—24)

God's wonder working power is the same as it was when it worked for the Patriarchs; it is here for us as it was for the prophets, teachers, and righteous people in bible history. He is the same God that spoke light into darkness, in this vast universe. And He is yet breathing life into His creation. Lest we forget: He stopped the sun one whole day for Joshua to win the battle of Jericho, He also parted the Jordan River for Him.  Just as He parted the Red Sea for Moses for the Israelites to cross over on dry land. He took the lions appetite for Prophet Daniel. God froze the heat in the furnace for Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego. They wrote about it, they testified and made it known to the people and kept it in remembrance to their children.
In St. John 14:12, Jesus Said "Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do: because I go to my Father. God is doing greater and more things today for his human family than He has ever done before.  We don’t have to go to the Father at age thirty three (33). We can live forever with our modern technology, travel and communications.  Jesus died to give the human family abundant Life Eternal. There are more people and many things to do.  Proclaim it to the utmost parts of this world.

II. Don’t Hide Your Candle Under A Bushel; Light Up the Kingdom. (Acts 9:36-42)

Stockton went on my face and prayed with the community and saints to God and said I have lived right, eschewed evil, obeyed, did my whole duty,. Also, alms deeds and I want to Live. God did it for me too. He didn't stop working today. Isaiah, 30: 8. Said, “Write About It” Testify!.

  Devotional Reading:  Joshua 1:1-8

In order to understand the principles, laws, and mysteries of God the brain must be reconstructed and renewed by the infinite power of the mind. It is a well-known fact that meditating both day and night develops the ability to increase learning, memory, discipline, awareness, and spiritual ability.  Mental illness and health issues have been resolved by keeping the mind stayed on spiritual laws that agree with the creative powers of God.

When God created us in His image and after His likeness, he gave our bodies the ability to enter into a powerful state of healing through practicing meditation. The body has the ability to organize and increase brain functions. The ability to focus, increase creativity, and expand intelligence beyond human limitations is available through meditating. Control of the emotions and the regulation of attitudes can also be achieved. By meditating on God's word, we get a mental shift that leads to realizing more of one's inner potential, and how divine power is expressed in every area of life. We have a hospital and a pharmacy inside of our souls, bodies and minds. Even the process of aging can be reversed by keeping our attention and affections on things above, where Christ is on the right hand of God.

We have evolved into a dispensation where a greater enlightenment is in demand. The church age and the kingdom gospel have gone as far as it can go in society. We are now being challenged to exceed the boundaries of religion, culture, race, creed, age and gender. It is time for a collective and individual knowledge of divine awareness that awakens us to the eternal being that we have all been created to be. As we really exercise true meditation, we enter a higher level of timeless consciousness where eternity exists. We begin to eliminate the false realities and material illusions of the carnal mind. When we take responsibility and free ourselves from the brainstorms of stress, fear, selfishness and worry we will begin to experience a level of wisdom, knowledge, and understanding that consumes mortality and corruption. There is a secret place of the most high in our consciousness that knows immortality and incorruption is available right now. Tap into the power of resurrection without going to the grave through meditation.

Lesson Scripture:  Psalms 1:1-6; Philippians 4:6-8; I Timothy 4:1-15

Lesson Outline: 

I.  Taking a Walk and a Flight in my Mind. (Psalm 1:1-6)

The ungodly, the sinful, and the scornful do not have knowledge of the ability to use mental energy in a positive divine way. True joy and real happiness does not come from ignorance, foolishness, and spiritual contempt. Temptation, iniquity and sin is able to make a slave out of anyone who fails to be delighted in the principles, regulations, and directives that come from God. Those who meditate on the spiritual things of God's kingdom and His righteousness find favor with universal laws of gravitation. Those gravitational laws will give substance to whatever a person needs to enjoy salvation and prosperity. Meditating on spiritual things will cause us to harmonize with the Spirit of the law of life and keep us free from social, biological, and scientific laws of sin and death.

I. Meditate on Things that Embrace and Sustain Life.  (Philippians 4:6-8)

The most important activity of life is to fill the mind with the thoughts that relate to God and His righteousness. Our souls must feed upon the spiritual attributes that incorporate truth and righteousness into our innermost being. We were created to be eternal; therefore we must build our thoughts, emotions, and activities on everlasting principles. We have a mental kingdom of God inside of our minds, and we cannot afford to let that kingdom become unstable and 

divided because of unhealthy thought patterns.

As we think on the Christ minded principles, we accelerate divine energy and experience an illumination of consciousness.  We can develop the ability to radiate spiritual power into our environment and cause greater works and astonishing miracles to happen.

II. Overcoming Perilous Times through Meditation. (Timothy 4:1-15)
In order to survive the perilous times and the troubles of the world, we must keep our minds conformed to the mind of God. We must be centered and balanced in the unmovable and unshakable presence of our Father and our savior. There is much power in meditating on the word, teachings, commandments, principles and expressions of God. For every spiritual practice of meditation increases the perfect inner presence of Christ. We must train the outer man to fully surrender to the inner Spirit man and then demonstrate the Christ mind in the outer world of manifestation.

We must maintain a divine insight that keeps us connected to truth and detaches us from all illusions and false realities. The Christ mind within is the chief executive of all positive spiritual reality. It is never without peace and remains balanced in every adverse situation. The mind where Christ reigns is not bound to material, time, mortality, or any human limitation. When we allow the spiritual mind to work on the physical brain, we begin the practice of binding and loosing things in heaven and binding and loosing things on earth. We have the ability to unlock some marvelous intuitions and demonstrate the presence of a genius through meditation.
To Think About:

The story goes that a monk studied in an Eastern monastery for many years. His desire was to learn peace, so that he could return to the world and live and teach peace. After many years passed, he expressed to the Head monk that he was ready to go back to the world (Like a Seminarian ready to "go get a congregation") And so the Head monk said that he would meet him the next day after breakfast to bid farewell. The next day the Head monk met the young monk at the gate of the monastery. The young monk bowed and gave thanks for his time to study. But to give him a little test of his readiness to reenter the world, the Head monk said some unkind insults to the younger monk! He said things like "you never really learned anything here! You are so stupid, you will never get anywhere!" Shocked and horrified by the comments, the younger man began to weep in shock and disgust. The older Head monk then simply put his hand gently on the younger monk and said, "I don't think you're ready to leave. I suggest you return and meditate a few more years.”
Revealed Verse:  Training the mind to reach higher dimensions in God is the purpose of my meditation.

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God Always Has Messengers

 Devotional Reading:  2 Chronicles 36:11-18

In the Church world, there are many messengers. God calls many messengers and few are chosen. Those who are chosen must be admired and highly favored by God, and seeking His direction in every situation of life. A chosen messenger of God is anointed, directed, ordained, and sent to do God's perfect will. He or she must be able to lead the people like a shepherd leads a flock of sheep. He or she must remain humble so God can mold him or her into an instrument of truth, deliverance, salvation and reconciliation.

We have to be open-minded and alert to what God is doing. We must make ourselves totally available to Him for the needs of His people and be willing to follow the path of enlightenment that he sets before us. A messenger of God must be in a magnetic relationship with Him and be in His presence continuously. It takes having courage in God to be able to represent God and His message. He chooses us to manifest His perfect plan and will, even though others see us as imperfect. As long as we accept the responsibility of being God's messenger, we are never alone.

Those who truly take on the ministry of being a messenger of God have to deal with mockery, persecution, hostility, rejection, disrespect, temptation, character assassination, and opposition. God uses people that appear to be weak and despised to do incredible and astonishing things. God's supernatural strength is made perfect in human weakness. His wisdom confounds and deflates all of the wisdom and human intelligence of the world. Therefore He chooses humble messengers that cannot accomplish His plans without His help.

The messengers of God in this present time are needed to inform the people of God about the new world spiritual order of the fourth human world that God has created. There are new universal paradigm shifts happening all over the earth, and God needs messengers that are chosen to enlighten and edify the people as they go through the natural and spiritual changes on this planet.

Lesson Scripture:  Amos 3:1-7; Malachi 3:1-12; Revelation 10:1-11

Lesson Outline: 

I.  Somebody’s Gotta Do Something (Amos 3:1-7)
Before God created man, God did everything on earth just by speaking. Then he created mankind in His image and after His likeness. Man was given dominion over the earth and the ability to be fruitful and multiply. Since it is man's responsibility to do things on earth like they are done in heaven God needs prophetic messengers to speak for God and make things happen. Someone has to be able to declare the work of God and warn the people about the consequences of sin, disobedience, and injustice. Therefore God chooses to speak and declare his message through a servant that is in complete agreement with Him.

There are many dangers, calamities, disasters, and devastations that happen when people ignore, persecute and make fun of God's messenger. God will neither bless nor curse anything until the message that He gave to His prophet has been declared. Then he allows the laws of justice and the spirit of vengeance to carry out whatever needs to be done to bring correction and obedience back to His people.

II. Somebody’s Gotta Be Sent. (Malachi 3:1-12)
God sends a messenger to the church to prepare His people for some powerful manifestations of His Spirit. Many times churches fall into a stagnated condition. People start to treat the church like an option for entertainment instead of a place to worship God in Spirit and Truth. When the members of the church fail to put God first, they come to church out of an obligation and forget the true reason for being in church. When religious duties become more important than spiritual fellowship with God, compromising doctrines and entangling alliances follow. Materialism, commercialism, and the social hypnosis of the world are the symptoms that cause churches to fall short of God's glory. Therefore God has to send His anointed human instruments to refine, redefine, and purify the hearts and minds of the people with His word.

The deceptive forces of human nature and carnal minds are diligently seeking a way to change God. If God was double minded, we would be in the worst state of existence that could ever be imagined. God never changes. In fact, it is impossible for God to change. The influences that cause change in our lives have no effect on God. He will never be stronger or weaker. His knowledge and wisdom will not increase or diminish. God does not compromise or change His values. And God does not have mood swings. Life and its uncertainties may shake us, but God - the Rock of Ages - does not move. If we cling to Him and His word, then His strength will sustain us. Therefore He sends a messenger to help us return to a solid faithful relationship with Him.

III. Somebody Has to Eat The Last Supper. (Revelation 10:1-11)
God's chosen messengers are representatives of eternity living in the end of time. The messenger of the Everlasting Gospel must have the consciousness of prophecy that hears the voice of the seventh angel. There are mysteries that have been sealed up because God did not want them written for everyone to read. Therefore the messenger of God has to eat the book (written word of God) and declare the revealed word of God to the people, nations, tongues, and kings that are ready to receive it.

What the seven thunders uttered and the mystery of God could not be written in the Bible because that information was too advanced for the gospel of the kingdom and too powerful for the militant church. Satan would have gained knowledge of what was uttered and caused great damage and everlasting confusion forever. The end of the Gentile world, the end of time, and the end of the militant church age has to be fulfilled before the seven thunders message can be revealed.

God's messenger of this day must be able to go beyond the religious systems of the world and preach from beyond the cross. The dispensation of grace to the Gentiles has ended and the last church is where the seventh angel messengers and prophets will preach the everlasting reign of Christ. The mystery of God will be preached through the Everlasting Gospel and a great paradigm shift will take place on earth. The kingdoms of this world will become the kingdoms of our Lord and of His Christ, and the elected messengers and prophets of God will be the heavenly voices that declare the seventh angels message internationally.

To Think About
We are God’s chosen messengers.  He wants us to go wherever God is neglected and do our part as His mouthpiece.  We are ambassadors for Christ.  We ought to bring health, refreshment, deliverance, edification, and comfort to the people with whom we come in contact.
