Guidelines For Submitting A Song
I. If you want to maintain ownership without revisions
A.  You must secure your own copyright(s) to protect yourself and the song(s) you have composed before it is submitted to the National Music Department.
B. Be aware that even though a song has been submitted, it may or may not be used at the discretion of the National Music Department Executive Board.  However, if the song(s) is/are chosen, the writer will be notified in writing.
C. Song categories:  Inspirational, Traditional or Contemporary Gospel and/or doctrinally based according to a “Life Message”.
D. Submit your song(s) on a Compact Disc or Cassette Tape along with a written copy of the lyrics (words) and the location number of your copyright.
E. Every effort will be given to preserve the interpretation of the song(s) that have been submitted without alteration or adjustment.
***Note:  If any song(s) you submit must have a musical arrangement to complete the song(s), then that musical arranger will own the copyright for that  portion of the song(s) only.

II. Submitting  unfinished or incomplete song material
A. An individual will have the opportunity to submit a song(s) in this category; however, it will be necessary to give the National Minister of Music and staff permission in writing to work on the material submitted.
B. Song categories:  Inspirational, Traditional or Contemporary Gospel and/or doctrinally based according to a “Life Message”.
C. If a song(s) is/are chosen for consideration, the writer of the submitted song(s) will be notified in writing with all specifics that will be needed to complete the song(s) composition.
D. Once a song(s) is/are totally completed a copyright will be secured giving credit to all contributing parties. It will be the responsibility of the song submitter to share in (one half) the cost of securing a copyright for the material.
E. The National Music Department reserves the right to use the song(s) at its own discretion.
