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 Get Up and Eat

  Devotional Reading:  I Kings 19:1-8

In order to master the Triumphant life that is in Christ, we must arise and eat. There are mental, emotional, psychological, spiritual and human ambassadors that represent Jezebel and Ahab seeking to launch an attack on our lives. Although the scripture Psalm 105:15 says, "Touch not mine anointed, and do my prophets no harm" there are some people and spirits that find pleasure in hurting the people that God has chosen and ordained for the Everlasting Gospel journey. Therefore, we have to arise and eat the spiritual substances that edify us and build us up in the power of the Holy Ghost.

Out of the Word of God we can find the perfect foods that spiritually nourish the mind, soul and body for an abundant life that is eternal, immortal and everlasting. God has provided the bread of life,
the milk of the word, the fruit of the Spirit, the meat of the word, and living water for our journey from conversion to eternal life. To journey from the Gospel of the Kingdom to the Everlasting Gospel calls
for spiritual strength, intense vitality, mental toughness, spiritual health, physical health, true holiness,
and perfect salvation. Every cell, molecule and atom of the spirit, soul and body must be properly nourished to meet the requirements that are in demand.

What we eat physically and spiritually will increase and sustain the forces of life or it will diminish and subtract life. In our spiritual process of rising and eating, we must realize we are manifesting the present and creating a future through the energy of our thoughts, intentions, words, and actions. Therefore, we should always focus on righteousness because we feed atomic and spiritual energy into whatever we think about.  Whatever we feed to the universe will also be fed back to us.

By seeking a pure mind, being faithful to spiritual guidance, only creating joyful things, reaching for your highest potential, enjoying every moment of life, and demonstrating dominion, a new heaven and a new earth can be experienced in this present day.
Lesson Scripture: John 6:32-35; 48-50; Galatians 5:22-25; Hebrews 5:12-14

Lesson Outline: 

I. Eat Some Wonderful Bread of Life. (John 6:32-35; 48-50)

The natural bread we eat should be loaded with vitamins, minerals and nutrients that contribute to the powers of health while supporting proper weight management. The quality of the bread we eat determines whether it is helpful or harmful. Breads loaded with sugar, white flour and artificial products will cause weight gain, high blood pressure and diabetes.

Jesus told us to ask for daily bread when we pray. In this case bread symbolizes more than something to eat. Some people consider bread to be another way of saying money. It also serves as a metaphor for the basic necessities for successful living conditions.

Whether we admit it or not, we are all spiritually hungry for some bread. Yet the bread we need is not the same kind of bread that we use for sandwiches, dinner, or physical eating. For man does not live by corn bread, wheat bread, or yeast rolls alone, but by every Word that comes from the mouth of God. The bread of life is the supernatural word of God that causes divine truth to dispatch vitality, strength, wisdom, understanding, and power into the spirit, soul, body, and life of man.
II. Eat Some Divine Fiber. (Galatians 5:22-25)

If we do not fill our lives with the fruit of the Spirit, we will become a bunch of religious nuts. The most important reason to eat natural fruit and vegetables is because they add fiber to the diet. Fiber helps the body fight disease, avoid constipation and hemorrhoids, and avoid weight gain. When we eat fiber, we protect ourselves from heart disease, cancer, diabetes, diverticular diseases, gallstones and kidney stones. We need to fill our lives and characters with the principles that prove the Spirit is working in our lives. As we practice love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, faith, goodness, meekness and temperance we are mastering the Gospel of the Kingdom and preparing to eat from the tree of life in the Everlasting Gospel.

III. Eat Some Supernatural Meat. (Hebrews 5:12-14)

The strong meat is necessary for those who are mature enough and ready to receive the highest knowledge of the resurrected Christ. The milk of the word is only for those who have just made their beginning in a life of salvation. But too much milk can be damaging to someone that needs to grow up.

Meat has proteins, ammo acids, minerals, and fats that build healthy muscles, bones and skin when properly eaten. Too much meat can lead to an overload of cholesterol and increase the risk of premature death. Spiritual meat can only be enjoyed by those who have developed the spiritual teeth to chew it. There is information in the written, spoken and revealed word of God that can only be accepted by those whose minds are ready to receive. This meat is the substance of the Everlasting Gospel. As long as we cannot eat the meat of God's word, we cannot fully comprehend the mysteries and revelations that come from beyond the cross.

To Think About

Anorexia and Bulimia are very serious eating disorders that occur when one does not properly relate to food. Eating disorders are serious. They can and do result in physical and emotional turmoil. There are a lot of control issues related to eating disorders. An unbalanced spiritual diet will result in a spiritual eating disorder. If you go without spiritual food, you will lack the proper skills to navigate through the spiritual maze of life.

Revealed Verse: Come over here the table is spread. Drink from the fountain that never runs dry. Eat from the table to live and not die.

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Who Is This Uncircumcised Philistine?

 Devotional Reading:  I Samuel 17:26-51

A Philistine was a person that lived in Philistia. They were the descendants of Mizriam and they lived on the western seacoast of Canaan. The attitude and nature of a Philistine is smug, antagonistic, and indifferent. They were uncaring, ignorant and destructive when it came to artistic and spiritual

matters. Philistines had an intense hunger for materialism and violence. They worshipped the gods Dagon, Ashteroth, and Baal-Zebub.

Today we are not facing one giant Philistine like David, but the uncircumcised Philistine is a satanic ministry of spiritual warfare. The Goliath of our day is not the giant that David killed, but it is the works of the flesh and the works of the devil creating overwhelming habits, addictions, bondage, and problems that cannot be overcome without divine help.

In life, we face the Goliaths of intimidation, adversity, trials, tribulations, and spiritual opposition. As long as we have on the whole armor of God and our weapons are not carnal, greater is He that is in us than he that is in Goliath. We do not have to run from a Philistine, we can confront, conquer and defeat that giant. Some people say, "Give the devil a black eye". But we should follow David's example and cut his head off.

Lesson Scripture:  Romans 8:31-39; II Corinthians 10:3-6; Ephesians 6:11-17

Lesson Outline:

I.  Who is God for? (Romans 8:31-39)

A Philistine is a representative of sense consciousness. He or she embrace the carnal and mortal side of the mind and lives life based on the false reality that God has been created by his or her mind. A Philistine spirit is foolish enough to believe God is an inferior being that can be controlled by the will of the flesh. Therefore, if God is not for us, we are in danger of being subdued by many different kinds of Goliaths.

Since God is for us, infinite wisdom, almighty power, everlasting love, supernatural goodness, unlimited favor, and perfect peace is covering our lives at all times. God is the never-ending source of all truth and reality. If the creator of the universe and all life is for us, then we can ask the question, "Who is this false reality; who is this limited creature; who is this insane illusion coming against me and the God that created me in His image?"

If we focus more on who is against us we would be outnumbered by adversaries, devils, demons, Goliaths, and all kinds of

opposition. But when God is for us we are the majority that can put one thousand adversaries to flight individually and over ten thousand enemies to flight collectively.

A Philistine is completely separated from the love of Christ, and his or her determination is to separate us from that eternal unchanging love. Their only strategy against us is to create fear, trouble, problems and conditions that cause us to be divided. They know it's easy to conquer a house that is divided against itself. Tribulation, peril, famine, persecution, nakedness, distress, and sword are spiritual Philistines that constantly come against us. Once we are separated from the love of Christ, the Philistine comes in the form of death, life, angels, principalities, powers, things present, things to come, height, depth or any other creature to separate us from the love of God. We are more than Philistines because we are more than conquerors in the Triumphant Church.

II. Who Gave You Your Weapons? (II Corinthians 10:3-6)

God gave you a system of unlimited artillery and ammunition to defeat the enemies that cause spiritual warfare. Physical violence, psychological manipulation, political power, money, sectarian religion, lies and conspiracies are the carnal weapons that build strongholds. But the weapons that God has given us are supernatural powers that come from the implementation of divine principles and universal laws.  We do not use the same thing that militant churches use because Satan knows how to establish compromising 

doctrines and entangling alliances in a militant church.

Spiritual Philistines use imaginations and thoughts to create illusions that make them appear to be greater than God. Strongholds come from thought patterns that struggle to turn lies, deceptions and false concepts into reality. There was a very popular song that said, "It was just my imagination running away with me". God's word has enough weapons to put a stop to running imaginations. God's knowledge has enough power to subdue every idea that exalts itself against Him. God's anointing has the ability to make every one of our thoughts become an obsession that seeks to manifest the obedience of Christ. When the mind that was in Christ Jesus is also in us, Goliath is in trouble.

III.  Who Gave You Your Armour? (Ephesians 6:11-17)

Faith, salvation, righteousness, truth, peace, the Spirit, and prayer are the seven pieces of spiritual armor that protect us from the attacks and weapons of the Philistines. It is good to have spiritual weapons, but spiritual weapons without spiritual armor will not be enough to defeat the enemy. God's armor covers us from the top of our head to the soles of our feet.

The enemy is not able to see our armor with carnal minded eyes. Therefore, the Philistine imagination tricks him or her into thinking we are bird food. As long as we have the whole armor of God on, no weapon that is formed against us will prosper. Every tongue that speaks a word against us is already in contempt and declared unsuccessful.

To Think About

If we refuse to be intimidated by Satan, If we refuse to be discouraged by family and friends. If we trust in God's word and stand in agreement with His covenant; If we do everything in the name of the Lord; If we have five smooth stones (conversion, justification, sanctification, Holy Ghost baptism, and fire baptism); Then we can defeat that uncircumcised Philistine and show the whole world that there is a God in the Triumphant Church.
Revealed Verse:  Who is able to come against the God that we serve and survive?

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Line Up With Divine Order

 Devotional Reading:  Romans 8:1-14

Without divine order, every law and every principle of the universe would fail. Everything that God has created is kept in perfect order by the Spirit of the law of life. Divine order is the logical and supernatural process of all spiritual manifestation. This is why we believe in the divine Spirit that makes us all sons and daughters of God. Without the Spirit, we fall into the carnal and terrestrial orders of mortal nature and seek fulfillment through laws of sin and death. Christ Jesus living in our souls and bodies is the reality of divine order because nothing that is divine can be condemned.

The divine order of the Triumphant Church has nothing to do with flesh. Therefore we must die to the flesh and be alive in the Spirit of the resurrected Christ. There are civil laws, scientific laws, human laws, religious laws, and even marital laws that the flesh is too weak to carry out. But the righteousness of every law is easy to obey when the Spirit aligns us with divine order.

The carnal mind creates a negative state of consciousness that resist the law of life in the soul and body. Being carnal minded causes people to walk in a lifestyle that is subject to mortal thoughts and corruptible nature. Mortality and corruption are enemies to peace, but perfect peace is in the Spiritual mind that seeks the kingdom of God. The flesh is a very hungry appetite that seeks to satisfy the five senses of the physical body by any means necessary. To live in the flesh means to turn away from divine order and live a life based on animal instincts and predatory attitudes.

We cannot belong to Christ if we do not have His Spirit. We must harmonize with the wisdom and power of God before we can walk in the divine order of the Triumphant Church. Walking in divine order eliminates the need for palm readers, psychics, soothsayers, horoscopes, fortunetellers, and mind readers. The divine order of Christ in you never fails. It is beyond every scope of human intelligence and sense consciousness. We can be one with God, one with the universe, and one with each other when we line up with divine order.

Lesson Scripture: John 3:1-10; I John 3:1-11

Lesson Outline: 

I.  Religious Order Is Not Divine Order. (John 3:1-10)

People all over the world are familiar with the term "born again" and use it for many expressions that miss the spiritual meaning. Being born again is only a state of being converted. It is the beginning of a process that leads to the Holy Ghost baptism and spiritual birth. Many born again Christians and churches are the religious order of the church but they are not in the divine order of the kingdom. Religious order says man must be water baptized to be born of water, and then he can get a spiritual birth. Divine order says man was born of water when his mother gave birth to him. The process of advancing from the church and into the kingdom starts with being born again, but being born of the Spirit completes it. Many born again people will be trapped in religious limitations when Jesus tells them "I converted you, but I know you not".

Man can only make a beginning in the Gospel of the Kingdom by being born again, but leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ and going to perfection requires a deeper birth of the divine Spirit. No one can get an understanding of God's divine order until the Holy Ghost comes in and leads him or her into a deeper understanding of truth. Many born again church folk can only understand the truth from a material dimension because the Spirit has to take them into higher states of being where spiritual understanding exceeds the righteousness of religious understanding.

The Pharisees were masters of religion and Moses law, but they could only manifest a form of Godliness with no power. Religious order is a system of rituals and beliefs that embrace a code of moral ethics. Therefore Satan has created many giant masterpieces of religion in the world. Divine order deals with being able to deal with spiritual principles and things that go beyond human concepts and carnal organizations.

II. Born Of God Is Divine Order. (I John 3:1-11)

To be born again is different from being born of God. Born of God means being fully perfected and mature enough to be free from sin and sinning without depending on external help. In most religions being born again is based on a sinner's prayer where people confess their sins and declare their faith in Jesus Christ as their savior. Being born again makes people become a child of God; being born of God turns people into mature sons and daughters of God.

As a son or daughter of God, we have the right to have all of the perfect attributes of God incarnated in us. Christ the wisdom and power of God is able to reign in us just like He did in Jesus.  When we are the sons and daughters that have been born of God, when we can be tempted at all points and never sin we are no longer a child of God. That is when we are in the divine order of the Son of God consciousness.

We have been created to be the Christ of God in this present dispensation. That means we must become fully developed in the Spirit and live in the perfect order of God's mind. Living a life of divine order enables us to speak words of truth and life that quicken the soul and body with a power that overcomes all ignorance, sin, sickness, and death.
To Think About
In computer technology, every computer has to have an operating system. There are systems named Linux, Unix, Windows 95, Windows 98, Windows NT, Windows XP, Windows Vista, and Windows 7. Without an operating system a computer is useless and worthless. Divine order is God's operating system of the universe. It makes all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are called according to his purpose.

Revealed Verse: I am not here by chance, coincidence, or accident.  Divine order placed me in the Triumphant Church.

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Identify Your Infinite Spirit
  Devotional Reading:  I Corinthians 6:2-20

Our bodies have been created to be temples of the Holy Ghost for a purpose that God established before the first dispensation was created. We have been ordained by God to judge the world and judge angels. Therefore we have to possess an identity that is above and beyond the limitations of human recognition. Angels are not just good people who went up in the sky and got a free pair of wings from God. But angels are messengers, ministering spirits, kings, politicians, government officials, doctors, nurses, musicians, true and false prophets, shepherds, pastors, and many other leadership representatives. Without the knowledge and awareness of the infinite Spirit that God has given us, we will not understand how this type of judgment is possible.

There have been fallen angels and seducing spirits creeping into the organization of Triumph Church every since Noah's time in the Antediluvian world. We have to identify and establish a spiritual identity in the Everlasting Gospel in order to carry out the judgment of God through the wisdom from beyond the cross. In Revelation 14: 6-7, there was another angel flying through the midst of heaven having the Everlasting Gospel to preach to every nation, people, kindred, and tongue of people that dwell on the earth. That angel instructed us to Fear God, and give glory to him; for the hour of his judgment is come: and worship him that made heaven, and earth, and the sea, and the fountains of waters. In order to judge the world and judge angels, we must be equipped with an infinite spiritual identity that causes us to be ambassadors for Christ in every way.

There is a divine cooperation of the universe that supports all who represent the identity of I Am with loyalty and unswerving devotion. Therefore our identity is more than something we find in the letters of written truth; the identity of our infinite Spirit has always been available in the revelation of unwritten, unspoken, and unimagined truth that was hidden in God. For the letter killeth, but the Spirit giveth life.

Lesson Scripture:  I Corinthians 2:9-16; Ephesians 1:3-12

Lesson Outline: 

I.  Spirit Recognized Spirit. (I Corinthians 2:9-16)

Triumph The Church and Kingdom of God in Christ was revealed in 1897 by God. No one can receive the spirit of the world and be identified in this overcoming body. Water and oil does not mix because those two substances cannot recognize each other. Every Spirit that is of God and in Christ is eternal and everlasting. Every spirit that is of the world is out of Christ and disconnected from God's consciousness. Therefore, John told us, "Believe not every spirit but try the spirits and see if they are of God because many false angels are gone out into the world".

As long as someone is identified by the spirit of the world, they are a member of a militant church that fight, argue, dispute, and become divided over earthly matters. Only those who have a Triumphant Spirit that is identified in Christ can be known as more than conquerors in the battles of spiritual warfare. The spirit of the world can only know Jesus after the flesh; those who receive the infinite Spirit know Jesus as a quickening Spirit that is alive in the saints of the living God. This is why Jesus said in John 14:20, "At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in me, and I in you." Therefore, we can identify the infinite Spirit that is in us by removing the personality of Jesus from our consciousness and replacing that personality with the Son of God principle known as the resurrected Christ in Jesus.

II. Spirit Understands the Mystery and Eternal Purpose. (Ephesians 1:3-12)

The infinite Spirit is in tune with the consciousness of God, and that Spirit is not here for preaching bible stories and religious facts. The mysteries of God that have been hidden from every dispensation are available in the dispensation of the Everlasting Gospel. Christ in you the hope of glory is now ready to be demonstrated, but the mystery must first be understood. We have been anointed by God to preach the undiscovered truth and that truth only comes by revelation. Christ in you is not a man, but it is the wisdom and power of God working inside of a man. A spirit that has no infinite identity with God will fight against a mystery and reject a revelation that solves the mystery. By Christ abiding in you, your infinite identity carries the prophet, priest and king of the universe everywhere you go. 

When we come into the full awareness of our infinite Spirit, we will realize how God has planned an eternal purpose in our lives. Whoever has an eternal purpose needs to live in an everlasting kingdom and preach or demonstrate the Everlasting Gospel. Anything that is eternal comes from eternity and is not burdened with the limitations of time. Therefore we are purposed and predestined to live forever in a millennial kingdom that Christ is establishing on this earth.

To Think About:

There is this Spirit of Infinite Life and Power back of all, which is the source of all. This Infinite Power is creating, working, ruling through the agency of great immutable laws and forces that run through the entire universe, and surround us on every side. God, then, is this Infinite Spirit, which fills the entire universe with Himself alone, so that all is from Him and in Him, and there is nothing that is outside. Indeed and in truth, then, in Him we live, move and have our being. He is the life of our life, our very life itself. We have received; we are continually receiving our life from Him.

Revealed Verse:  My soul and body is an inseparable part of God and His infinite reality.

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Everlasting Kingdom Priorities

 Devotional Reading:  I Kings 3:5-14

God will give us the desires of our hearts if we delight ourselves in him. When the delights of material things become so much more important than God and His kingdom, the lives of many people are in jeopardy individually and collectively. Understanding God and His kingdom is a very important duty that must be the first and main concern in life. The gospel of the kingdom is the witness that prepared us to enter into the Everlasting Kingdom of God. Therefore mastering the principles of the doctrine of Christ places us in a position to leave the "Gospel of the Kingdom" and become the "Gospel that is the kingdom". The Everlasting Kingdom of God is not a religion, church or denomination. It does not come from human concepts, scientific formulas, or personal theories. There are supernatural laws, universal principles, and immortal regulations in the kingdom of God that establish a government of righteousness and bring a new heaven to a new earth.

Everlasting kingdom priorities help us understand that the kingdom of God is not a place beyond the Milky Way Galaxy that people go to after they die. You can't find the kingdom of God by flying in a space shuttle. Jesus told us in Mark 4:11, "Unto you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God". Then He spent many hours teaching parables that showed the difference between the kingdom of heaven and the kingdom of God. In the Everlasting kingdom of God, the Holy Ghost quickens the spoken word and things are established by the words that we speak. Therefore, in that kingdom, we cannot curse, condemn, or destroy anything with our words because everything we say will be prioritized to bless or create. In the kingdom of heaven, you can bless, curse, rebuke, condemn, fight, wrestle, cast out, speak to mountains, and destroy because spiritual warfare is in the kingdom of heaven. Many scribes, Pharisees, and Sadducees and church folk that crucified Jesus are in the kingdom of heaven. But not in the Everlasting Kingdom of Jesus Christ. Church Militant is in the Kingdom of Heaven; Church Triumph is in the Kingdom of God beyond the cross. Therefore, our supreme priority is to consecrate our spirit, soul, and body for the extension of God's everlasting earthly kingdom.

Lesson Scripture: Matthew 6:24-34; Romans 14:11-17; 2 Peter 1:4-11

Lesson Outline: 

I.  First Things First. (Matthew 6:24-34)

Many times people all over the world are seeking material, financial, and earthly things before they seek God's kingdom. Other people seek God's righteousness before they seek His kingdom. Seeking material stuff and religious attitudes are not the way to establish everlasting kingdom priorities. The mortal and carnal questions of the flesh must be laid aside and a higher purpose of being must be recognized in every individual that intends to live in God's everlasting kingdom. "What shall I eat? What shall I drink? What shall I wear? What shall I spend? What shall I buy?" Those are the mortal questions and carnal questions of life that worldly people put first. But Jesus let us know it was God's good pleasure to give us the kingdom where all of those things are automatically provided by divine order.

The everlasting kingdom of God cannot be found by gazing in the sky with human eyesight. No one can say it's in the north, south, east or west, but it can be located inside of you. Therefore, when God's kingdom becomes the main priority in our lives, we are seeking to live in a supernatural government that embraces all creative intelligence and all righteousness. Every element of the universe is programmed by God to assist us and provide our every need when we are in God's kingdom. God's everlasting kingdom turns death into the last enemy and turns everlasting and eternal life into our first and best friend.

II. Where Are The Everlasting Kingdom Priorities? (Romans 14:11-17)

Meat and drink are temporary elements of physical nutrition. Eating crackers and drinking wine for communion on first Sundays does not place anyone in God's kingdom. The Holy Ghost is the presence and character of God that comes in us and allows the divine nature of God to reign and super rule our lives. God always desires to enjoy His life by living through us, and that cannot happen if our priorities do not seek for joy, peace, and righteousness in the Holy Ghost The everlasting kingdom of God is not a psychological doctrine for a religious denomination. There are over three million denominations and non-denominations in America, and they can easily become an abomination to God's one and only kingdom.

A true vision and understanding of God's kingdom makes it priceless and causes a seeker to give up all to be a part of it. The Kingdom of God can operate in and through His Kingdomized people. Kingdom folks can operate and bring His presence into the walls of any structure or system, whether secular, religious, or both. If we are called to the marketplace to transform nations, we can also believe that we can change systems and paradigms by the power of His Spirit. The key is to be one with Him and hear His voice. We must hear Him and obey Him and do not rely on our own wisdom or the wisdom of man. If He says to go here, then GO! If He says to do this, then Do!  And if He tells you to speak then SPEAK! Obedience warms the heart of our God and in His pleasure he will reveal His glory.

III. An Entrance Has Been Prioritized. (2 Peter 1:4-11)

The Gospel of the kingdom has been preached and the sound went into all the earth while the words have gone to the ends of the world (Romans 10:18). Therefore it is not an entrance into the everlasting kingdom; it is a witness of the everlasting kingdom (Matthew 24:14). By mastering the principles of the doctrine of Christ in the gospel of the kingdom, we have to go on to perfection by receiving the Everlasting Gospel. An everlasting kingdom does not need a kingdom gospel because there are mysteries and secrets in that kingdom that deliver the soul from spiritual death and the body from physical death. The gospel of the kingdom can only save the soul from sin and death, but the Everlasting Gospel has to be preached to transform and translate the soul and body and redeem them both from death. For Jesus Christ lives forever physically and spiritually in His everlasting kingdom. And because He lives, He promised we shall live also.

To Think About
Established priorities make many of life's decisions simple, but confusion breeds confusion, stress, misery, pain and woe. The soul and body is much more important than worldly things. The spiritual substances of eternity have a greater significance than things of time. If we have the "Me First" disease, we will be full of extortion, excess, and corrupt mortal schemes. The will of God will not be a priority because it will be treated like an option. But we are a chosen people who have been anointed to live in God's everlasting kingdom and our priorities should prove that.
